This approach is blended therapy led by two professionals in response to the growing demand from parents and teachers for innovative services to address the complex needs of young children.
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	Weekly group meetings will focus on interaction skills, specifically: 
· greeting others
· playing together 
· sharing 
· appropriate words/voice/volume.
 A snack will be part of each session. Manners and appropriate ways to ask will be the focus during this time. Families will be given weekly home activities to practice new skills. 

New session begins November 30, 2011 Sessions last 6 weeks. Capacity 8 children.

Psychological/psycho-educational evaluations can be scheduled in September and October with a parents-only results-driven consultation two weeks after the evaluation. Dr. Causey will provide test scores, analysis, and guidance for parents uncertain about the next step in their child’s path in education.
